Characters: Voices, Narrator, Girls, Boys
Reader’s Theater - Slide 1    
Narrator: Something had gone terribly wrong in God’s perfect world. When Adam and Eve sinned, pain and death entered the scene. Their first son, Cain, killed his brother Able. As the Human race spread across the face of the earth, hatred, jealousy, and death spread with them. Finally, God had had enough.

God: “I am sorry I made them!”

Narrator: Said the Lord.

God: “I’m starting over!”

Reader’s Theater - Slide 2   (Click to advance)

Narrator: So God called a righteous man named Noah and instructed him to build an ark.

Voices: A huge boat!

God: Fill it full of animals…

Voices: Two of each kind.

God: And bring plenty of food for them and your family to eat!

Narrator: Noah did as God commanded, even though people made fun of him.

Voices: (ad lib jeering) Ha! What a fool!

Narrator: He built a huge ark and filled it with animals. Then it began to rain…

Reader’s Theater - Slide 3    (Click to advance)

Girls: And rain… 

Boys: And rain…

Girls: (louder) And rain… 

Boys: (louder) And rain…

Girls: (louder still) And rain… 

Boys: (louder still) And rain…

Voices: (shouting) And rain!

Reader’s Theater - Slide 4    (Click to advance)

Narrator: For forty days and forty nights it rained. A great flood covered the earth and everything died. But Noah and his family…

Voices: And aaaaaaaaaaaaaaalllllllllll the animals…

Narrator: Were safe and snug in the ark. 

Reader’s Theater - Slide 5    (Click to advance)

Narrator: Finally the rains ended.

Voices: (cheering) Yippee! Hooray!

Narrator: The floods drained away and a beautiful rainbow was seen in the clouds. 

Voices: God gave the rainbow as a sign that the world would never again be destroyed by a flood.

God: I have set my bow in the clouds and it shall be a sign of the covenant between me and the earth. When I bring clouds over the earth and the bow is seen in the clouds, I will remember my covenant that is between me and you.

Reader’s Theater - Slide 6    (Click to advance)

Voices: And you, be fruitful and multiply, abound on the earth and multiply in it.

Narrator: God gave Noah a promise along with the rainbow:

God: As long as the earth endures, seedtime and harvest…

Boys: Cold and heat…

Girls: Summer and winter…

Voices: Day and night, shall not cease.

Narrator: And God blessed Noah and his family. And the human race spread across the earth.

Voices: The end.
