Characters: Pharaoh, Narrator, Moses, Voices, Egyptian Woman, Girls, Boys, Mrs. Pharaoh
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Pharaoh: Get out!

Narrator: The mighty Pharaoh has seen enough!

Narrator: He called Moses and his brother, Aaron, and told them top take their people…

Voices: Freedom! Yahoo! 

Girls: Let’s go before Pharaoh changes his mind.

Boy: Oui vey! 400 years in Egypt! I’m ready for a little vacation!

Voices: Party! Party! Party!
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Narrator: Meanwhile, back in Egypt, Pharaoh was having some second thoughts.

Mrs. Pharaoh: Free the slaves? Are you crazy? Who’s going to do my nails?

Narrator: The mighty king’s heart hardened again. 

Pharaoh: I can feel my heart hardening again.

Mrs. Pharaoh: No more fatty foods for you!
Narrator: He called for his 600 crack charioteers to find the slaves and teach them a harsh lesson.

Pharaoh: Send me my 600 crack charioteers! Then find the slaves and teach them a harsh lesson!

Voices: We’re trapped!

Voices: Why did you bring us out here to die? We were better off in Egypt!
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Narrator: Then Moses prayed to the Lord.

Moses: You’re going to have to do something here, God. I’m all out of tricks.

Narrator: God commanded Moses to stretch out his hand over the sea. The potters wadded!

Voices: The what?

Narrator: The potters wadded! (pause) Sorry, I was nervous. The waters parted!

Voices: Yeah! Hooray! Woopee! etc.

Narrator: Israel scrambled quickly to safety on the other side, but when Pharaoh’s army tried to follow, their chariots got stuck and the waters covered them up!

Voices: Yeah! Hooray! Woopee! Party! Party! Party!
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Narrator: Then Moses and the Israelites sand this song of praise:

The horse and rider he has thrown into the sea.


The Lord is my strength and my might,
